Dear Mr. Franklin:


Jhon Pulecio is the owner of two adjacent tracts of land on Lakeshore Drive in Lakewood.


Previously, the property had a dilapidated one story duplex located on it which Mr. Pulecio has since


had demolished. He would like to build a new home on the property but the set-back requirements


leave a very small building envelope on his odd-shaped lot.


The City has an abandoned ten foot wide alleyway which runs along the Northwest boundary


lines of Mr. Pulecio's two properties. I have marked the old alleyway in yellow on the attached tax


map, as well as his two tracts. As you can see from the map, the alley has been abandoned to the


southwest and it appears that each of the property owners gained five feet each.


Mr. Pulecio would like for the City to formally abandon the remainder ofthe alleyway as it runs


along his properties so as to increase his building area. He is prepared to pay the city for this


property and would ask that the whole ten feet be granted to him, and have the entire area


consolidated into one tax parcel.
